Making himself known in the breaking of the bread, speaking peace to fearful disciples, 

welcoming weary fishermen on the shore, Jesus renewed the promise of divine 

presence and of new birth in the Spirit who sets the seal of freedom on your sons and 

daughters. 

 

Before Christ was given up to suffering and death, recalling the night of Israel’s release, 

the night in which slaves walked free, at supper with the disciples  Jesus took bread and 

offered you thanks and gave it to them, saying: “Take, eat. this is my body: it is broken 

for you.” After supper, Jesus took the cup, offered you thanks,  and gave it to them, 

saying: “Drink this all of you. This is the blood of the new covenant; it is poured out for 

you and for all, that sins may be forgiven. Do this in remembrance of me.” 
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We now obey Christ’s command. We recall his blessed passion and death, glorious 

resurrection and ascension; And we look for the coming of Christ’s Kingdom. Made one 

with Christ, we offer you these gifts and with them, we offer ourselves,  a single, holy, 

living sacrifice. Hear us O merciful God, and send your Holy Spirit upon us and upon 

this bread and this wine, that, overshadowed by the life-giving power of Jesus they may 

be his Body and Blood, and we may be kindled with the fire of your love and renewed 

for the service of your kingdom. 

 

Help us, who are baptized into the fellowship of Christ’s Body to live and work to your 

praise and glory; may we grow together in unity and love until at last, in your new 

creation, we enter our heritage in the company of the Virgin Mary, the apostles and 

prophets, and all of our brothers and sisters living and departed. 

 

Through Jesus Christ, by whom, with whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 

all honour and glory be to you, God of all ages, world without end. Amen.
